2.1. Anonymous (read-only) SVN access

Anyone can checkout source code from our anonymous SV N server. To do so, smply use
the following commands (if you are using a GUI SV N client, configure it appropriately):

For Apache Xerces C++:

svn co http://svn.apache. org/ repos/ asf/ xerces/c/trunk

For Apache Xerces2 Java:

svn co http://svn.apache. org/repos/ asf/xerces/javal/trunk

For Apache Xerces Perl:

svn co http://svn.apache. org/ repos/ asf/ xer ces/ xerces- p/trunk
For Apache XML Commons:

svn co http://svn.apache. org/repos/asf/xm /comons/trunk

For Apache Xerces Website:

svn co http://svn.apache. org/repos/ asf/ xerces/site/trunk
